Course Description

This course is intended to develop skills which will aide you in being an active citizen of the world. This course will teach you how to find valid information in a timely manner,  recognize bias in information, recognize historical repetitions and think critically about the world around you. 

Goals

There are two different types of goals for this course, knowledge goals and skill goals. The knowledge goals of this course are to familiarize you with different types of government, different leadership styles, different philosophies behind government and leadership decisions. At the end of this course you should have the skills to do thorough research using the Internet and academic databases, analyze sources of information, understand cause and effect and its importance to historical events, and recognize the importance of historical context. 

Course Overview

This course will be composed of 5 sections: past leadership, styles of government, historical connections and influences, finding repetitions and formulating hypothesis, using history to analyze current events. Each section will take three weeks to complete, so each week there will be a new assignment to complete. You will have one week to complete each assignment.
