Activities
1- As a follow-up activity to Social Studies: Ancient Greece/ Rome and  Language Arts: Mythology Class will go on a  fieldtrip to National Gallery of Art- and participate in the Mythology tour

Mythology
Unravel ancient Greek and Roman myths, captured in all their drama by artists through the ages. Which moment in the mythological account did the artist choose to show? What message does the painting intend to convey? Students will explore representations of: character, plot, setting

2- In Religion class students have been studying  the four stories of Adam and Eve, Tower of Babel, Noah’s Arc, Kane and Abel.
3- In Fine Arts ( Technology/Art)

· Students are introduced to illumination manuscripts- art from the middle ages, role in the communication of religion, rules and culture, and how they were made using Internet site and word document template. Students learn how to effectively take notes from the Internet having two windows open.

· In teams of 3-4 students will be given one of the four stories studied in religion class. Reviewing the text, they are to identify the moment in the biblical story they wish  to illustrate. What message do they intend to convey and how will they represent characters, plot, and setting.

· Members of the teams will take the role of scribes and artists. Scribes will type selected text in appropriate font and size and illumination for the initial letter of the text. Artists will create original painting and ornate border. Illuminations will be scanned and used to create a book for the school library.
4- In classroom students will share their works and discuss the role these manuscripts played in the middle ages and the effect of this limited technology.
