Paper: 
You will put together edited copies of all parts of your science fair paper. All corrections based on my comments should be made, and spelling corrections should be made. Paper will be stapled in the following order:

· Cover page

· Purpose

· Hypothesis

· Research and sources (what you turned in to Mr. Wiezorek)

· Materials

· Procedure

· Results

· Graphs, Tables, Charts

· Conclusion

· Acknowledgements

Due Monday, March 29

Presentation:

You will prepare a brief oral presentation to be given twice, once to the class and once to a judge at the science fair. The presentation should be 2-4 minutes long and give a basic background of what you did and what you discovered. You should explain the project clearly enough that a judge who knows nothing about you or your topic can understand the experiment. You may use your board as a visual to help you with your presentation. The presentation should include a summary of the following information:

· Introduction of you and your topic, including why you chose it

· Hypothesis – what you think will happen in your experiment

· Procedure – what you did

· Results and conclusion – what you found out, and what you can conclude based on this information

· Optional: you can include any other parts of science fair that you think are especially important when explaining your project
