Slide 9
Click to start animation and click to view the next animation, (there is total of two photos for viewing).  Click to advance to the next slide.
Slide 10
Click to start animation.  Animation stops after arrows appear that to identify the arachnids “4 Pairs of legs”.  Click to advance to the next slide.
Slide11
Read the list of major classes of vertebrates and then click to start animation and click to view each animation there after, (there is total of 5 animations to view).  Click to advance to the next slide.
Slides 12–14
Read the Check on Learning questions and select “True or False” at the bottom of the slide to activate the student’s answer.
